USS ARIZONA (SSN-803) NAVAL CREW TO VISIT PHOENIX FOR COMMUNITY MEET & GREET BREAKFAST

The USS Arizona (SSN-803) is a state-of-the-art Virginia-class nuclear attack
submarine, carrying on the legacy of the legendary battleship USS Arizona (BB-39),
sunk during the attack on Pearl Harbor. The breakfast is a chance for veterans,
Legion family, and the public to show their appreciation and hear firsthand from the
dedicated men and women who will command and operate this vessel.

The event will be held at American Legion Post 41 (715 2nd Ave., Phoenix, AZ 85003)
and will run from 8:00 AM to 9:30 AM. A delicious Mexican-style breakfast will be
served for $8 per plate. Post 41 will open its doors early at 7:00 AM.

Organizers are also hinting at a ceremonial moment to mark the crew's visit. "Rumor
has it... a bell might be ready to ring," the flyer stated, suggesting a significant
announcement or ceremony related to the submarine's progress or commissioning.
Attendees are encouraged to arrive early to ensure they don’t miss any special
presentations.
